Undergraduates and graduates are recommended to read through all sections of the list and not to focus narrowly on those

speci�cally designated for particular paper options.Students in Joint Schools are particularly referred to the lists for their other

subject, but History undergraduates are also encouraged to browse them according to their particular interests.
